POSITION DESCRIPTION

The Naturalist will have the following responsibilities: 

Become familiar with the camp curriculum's suggestions for the study of the environment.
Become familiar with the particular flora and fauna on the Camp Adams property.
Inform the Program Staff Coordinator prior to camp sessions of supplies needed for the camp session.
Do an inventory of supplies on hand at the beginning and close of the camping season.
Work with small groups of children and youth to assist them in exploring the Camp Adams environment and the concepts of stewardship of the planet.
Lead a “Trust Group” each week if needed.  (Trust groups consist of small groups of campers in which tasks/challenges are assigned and accomplished in the hopes of growing as a group.  For older campers the low element ropes course is used.)

Attend meals, campfires and vespers as assigned.

Run and supervise KP, if requested.

Assist in work projects during the first week of the summer and possibly other times. 

Perform daily maintenance two or more times per day.  Jobs may include sweeping, mopping, picking up trash, etc.

Help prepare the facilities each week for the new arrivals: set up tables, sweep and organize, etc.

Inspect cabins following each camping session,

Organize and run special activities upon request with the assistance of other staff members.

Additional responsibilities may include and not be limited to: cabin counseling, campfire assistance, assist co-staff members in their primary responsibilities.

Camp Adams is alcohol, tobacco and drug free.  

Random drug testing may occur.
